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Country Report

1. Activities

- Conference participation

In this case, presenting a paper at a conference; the name of the person, the conference details, and the title of the paper should be provided. 

- Lecturing/teaching outside the home university

Lectures or whole courses, for example within the Erasmus programme.
- Outreach 


Promotion and publicity outside the university sphere involving non-specialists, professionals, various levels of government, schools, etc.

- Cultural activities

Cultural activities related to Canada in which Canadianists have participated as organizers, translators, interpretors, etc.

2. Academic publications

Books [monographs], essays/chapters in collections, articles in journals, reviews in serious journals; only when the item has actually appeared (NOT “in press”). 

3. Translations and special issues of journals

4. Young Canadianists 
- New courses

Title of course, name of teacher and university 

NOTE: Only courses that have not been taught before, or that have been substantially changed, should be included here. 

- Theses

Theses at the Bachelor’s, Master’s (or equivalent, e.g. diploma thesis, licence paper) and doctoral levels. Please specify what kind of thesis is involved. ONLY successfully defended theses should be indicated. Names of supervisors may be included. 

- Student-focused activities

Such things as summer schools, student exchanges, etc.

5. Collaborative activities 

- Visiting lecturers

Lecturers coming to your country/university, either for single lectures or offering complete courses.
- Collaborative activities between centres / universities 

- Collaborative activities with local Canadian Government mission

6. Recognition
- Grants, awards, prizes 

For example, from the ICCS, at the Kennedy Centre in Berlin, etc. 
NOTE: internal CEACS grants should NOT be included here.
7. Research projects

To be filled in by the principal investigator or, in the case of projects not originating within the CEACS, the CEACS member involved in the project (if more than one, you should agree who will be responsible for this): his/her name, names of collaborators, the title of the project, the topics/areas to be covered, proposed outcome(s) – i.e. articles, a book, etc. – proposed completion date. New projects only. Individual elements of the research project – e.g. conferences, publications – should be included in subsequent country reports as they occur/appear.
