Opening 

The meeting started at 10.40.

2.
Adoption of agenda

The proposed agenda was unanimously adopted. 

3.
Approval of the Minutes (including Action List)

The minutes from the 9th Meeting of the Executive Committee (Maribor, Slovenia, 12 March, 2010 – available on the CEACS website: http://www.cecanstud.cz/) were approved.

4.
Publication and distribution of the Sofia conference proceedings (Diana Yankova)
JK thanked Diana (and the other organizers) for the speed and efficiency of publication and delivery. DY stated that the books have been distributed inexpensively to the country representatives (with the help of the Canadian Embassy in Bucharest for the CEACS members in Romania).

5. Diaspora Research Project, publication, distribution, finances (Vesna Lopicic)
JK represented VL as the Diaspora Project representative (i.e. for the length of the meeting). 100 (200 books) sets have been sent to the Canadian Embassy in Belgrade for further distribution; 20 books have been sent to Slovenia and Croatia, while 20 sets (40 books) have gone to the Czech Republic, Slovakia, Hungary, and Romania (N.B. the ExCom learned immediately after the Advisory Board meeting that 60 books have gone to Bulgaria). More volumes can be printed at a cost of 3.2 Euros per book (i.e. 640 € for 200 books), though this hinges on how much money we have.

JK stated that if there is a shortfall of copies – i.e. if there are not enough for all interested parties, including CEACS members and authors and interviewees – VL will decide where to and to whom send them and how to spend the remaining 850€.

6. Translation Research Project, the past year and future plans (to be discussed in more detail at the AB meeting)
JK, speaking on behalf of Katalin Kurtosi, explained the introductory meeting. Katalin Kurtosi also plans to have a conference focussing on the translation project. The deadline for data collection is mid-May.

7. The CE Graduate Student Network (to be discussed in more detail at the AB meeting)
DS pointed out a potential problem with recruitment and participation: only 17 of some 70 student members of the CEACS are active in the project.

8. Supporting student activities: summer school and/or other activities 

JK stated that financial and logistical problems preclude a special CEACS summer school.

DS (speaking on behalf of Zuzana Janouskova) spoke of the desire to choose “the environment” as a topic for a planned summer school. This would be attractive to geography, economics and law students, among others – i.e. it would broaden the area of Canadian Studies beyond the traditional fields in CEACS.

DS spoke of a possible venue in the Czech Republic, as a teaching centre is being established by Masaryk University in the countryside on the edge of the “Czech Canada” nature reserve.

9. The next triennial conference: title, venue, finances 

For financial, personal, and logistical reasons, Maribor (Slovenia) is no longer a possible venue for a large conference (as Natalia Vid informed the Executive Committee).

JK thus elicited potential venues. JK noted the need for establishing criteria for a fair decision regarding the final choice. In the case of a tie, JK noted the need for a vote within the Advisory Board and the Executive Committee (i.e. each person gets one vote). 

The options are: Milocer, Lake Palic (Serbia); Bratislava (Slovakia); Hradec Kralove (Czech Republic); Oradea (Romania).

The decision to host the conference should depend on: Price/ease of access? Have CEACS had a conference in that country? Canadian studies presence? Travel possibilities?

JB said he would help create the blurb for the conference funding application for Ottawa.

10. Report on the EU-Canada Study Tour and Internship Programme 2010, plans for 2011 (Don Sparling)
DS noted that the first EU-Canada Study Tour was a tremendous success, that everywhere they went, they spoke with leading figures from all areas of Canadian life, and were well received.

JB noted that the Slovenian representative presented an overview of the tour for students in Ljubljana; he encouraged others to do the same. DS noted that similar student presentations have taken place in the Czech Republic.
DS stated that this year the EU will provide funding for 32 students, as well as 8 internships (vs. 27 and 2 last year).

DS will send out the Call by early to mid-April.

11. Report on recent activities by the Executive Committee members, future plans

11.1
Evaluation of grant applications (Diana Yankova)

In the first round, there were 9 applicants, and 6 grants given; in the second round, 6 applicants, 4 grants given (3 for Grainau). Most of those who did not receive a grant were in fact ineligible (for example, one candidate had just received a CEACS grant the previous year).

JK asked who the ad hoc committee was. DY stated that this year it had been herself and DS, since in fact there were virtually no decisions to be made: the number of eligible applicants was more or less what we had anticipated in our budget. DS wondered whether all applicants are fully aware of grant possibilities, as there are fewer applicants than we would expect from 270 members.

The meeting was adjourned for lunch at 13.00.

The meeting resumed at 14:25.

11.2
Country reports (Vesna Lopicic)

JK (on behalf of VL) noted a perceived imbalance in activities, but observed that it is of course important to consider membership size and the types of activities.

The sheer volume of activities is impressive, as the printed reports run to 34 pages including an array of activities, from academic publications, to visiting lecturers, to translations of Canadian literature, to student activities.

11.3
Pre-selection of FEP/FRP/DSRA grants (Don Sparling)

DS outlined the preliminary meeting, noting an increase in general quality (there was an increase in A-candidates), a major jump in doctoral applicants, and applicants from “new” countries (e.g. Ukraine, Moldava, Macedonia). Winners from CEACS countries will be placed on the website. JB noted that the applications reflected a wider variety of academic fields.

11.4
CE Journal of Canadian Studies (Jason Blake)

JB noted that there was a delay due to the need for a French-language article; this delay has since been solved.
JB pointed out that acceptance of one’s article is not automatic: articles submitted to the CEJCS go through an anonymous peer-review process, and a few articles were rejected. Most of the rest were re-submitted after peer review comments. 

JB will send the call for Volume 8 immediately. JB also noted that he will change the online description to anonymous peer-review.

DS noted the pressing need to get the Journal onto a “list.” 

11.5
Coordination (Janos Kenyeres)

JK noted that coordination is smooth and there is no problem with information flow.

12. CEACS website, communication flow, activities of the CE Canadian Studies Secretariat in Brno (to be discussed in more detail at the AB meeting) 

JK reminded ExCom membersto provide personal photos for the website.

DS and JK suggested providing links to personal web pages.

DS stated that the library collection at Masaryk University will be growing considerably on account of a large EU grant for North American studies.

13. Financial report

13.1
Interim report for 2010/2011

DS outlined the interim report, pointing out that, owing to a reduction in the grant from DFAIT for 2010/2011, this had been a very tight year, and some activities had had to be curtailed slightly.

14. Review of membership fees, question of honorary members

After much discussion, the ExCom decided it would be unwise to increase fees at the moment because CEACS membership fees are in line with those for similar organizations in the region (such as the local branches of ESSE).

JK suggested bringing in the possibility of having an honorary membership, but the idea was rejected due to complications (our Constitution does not allow for it, among other reasons – see Advisory Board minutes).

JB stated that he and Michelle Gadpaille will prepare the graduate seminar proceedings from Maribor in the next month. DS is waiting for the material from the Milan conference.
